The Lutheran Theological Seminary at Gettysburg provides a vigorous and robust theological education for the church and all its members, and for leaders in both church and world. It is the oldest graduate and professional school of the Evangelical Lutheran Church in America (ELCA), preparing leaders for the ordained ministry and other forms of service in Lutheran and other Christian churches.  
Making theological education available to all members, the Seminary offers year round opportunities for Lifelong Learning, including Seminary on Saturdays (November), the annual Lay School of Theology, intensive brief certificate courses, and more. Moreover, all members of the Metropolitan D.C. Synod are invited to participate in one day events such as the Luther Colloquy, Spring Convocation, and the upcoming “Caring for Others: Lutheranism’s Good Works” offering November 13th featuring two historians and Ms. Jill Schumann, CEO of Lutheran Services in America (see www.Lutherinst.org).
Gettysburg Seminary’s 17 member faculty consists of women and men who are both outstanding scholars and highly skilled teachers in classroom, church, and community.  The Seminary focuses its unique strengths in theological education in Biblical studies, historical and theological studies, and the practice of ministry. With the support of the ELCA and Region 8 synods, the Seminary maintains a state of the art learning facility and one of the nation’s finest theological libraries in Gettysburg, only 70 miles from the heart of the Metro D.C. synod. It hosts the archives of the ELCA’s Region 8 and a bookstore for students and the public. 

In its rich 185 year history, Gettysburg Seminary has served the church as a pioneer in theological education creating the first faculty position in Christian Education (1926), the first sociology and psychology (1942), and the first in stewardship (1989). Gettysburg continued to add to its trail breaking in the American scene by granting tenure to  woman professor (1945) and graduating the first woman, the Rev. Elizabeth Platz, to be ordained by a Lutheran church body in America (ordination in 1970). 

The Seminary has continued to strengthen its capabilities throughout its 35 year membership in the Washington Theological Consortium, Washington D.C. and its recent partnerships through the Eastern Cluster of Lutheran Seminaries (Lutheran Theological Seminary at Philadelphia and the Lutheran Theological Southern Seminary) The Seminary offers four masters degrees and participates in the Doctor of Ministry program through the cluster.
