4.301-01 	Independent Study Project

Students are encouraged to design a multicultural project in consultation with the Dr. Strobert. In the Evangelical Lutheran Church in America multicultural includes: African Descent, American Indian & Alaska Native, Arab & Middle Eastern, Asian & Pacific Islander, Latino/a, and European-American. Students in the Town and Country Concentration with limited experience in that area should design a project in Appalachian Culture. Students in the Youth and Young Adult Ministry should design an experience with one of those groups as focus. (Examples of independent projects: Ministry to the Immigrant Community in Washington, D.C., Korean-American Congregational Music Ministry, Funeral Customs in the African American Community). A Multicultural Independent Study Form available on the course website must be completed by the student, signed by Dr. Strobert and submitted to the Dean’s office. Dr. Strobert (Valentine, 410) is available for assistance in planning and designing your project.

4.301-06	The Socio-Cultural Roots of Dr. Martin Luther King, Jr.: The Civil Rights Movement in Context 
	January 11-15, 2012
The objective of the trip is to examine the socio-cultural roots of Dr. Martin Luther King, Jr. This travel seminar will examine the Civil Rights Movement in the context of Dr. King and the Black community of Atlanta, Georgia. Students will visit selected sites including:   Morehouse and Spelman Colleges (historically Black Colleges - HBC), the Interdenominational Theological Center, the King Home and Museum and Ebenezer Baptist Church. In addition, this seminar includes a field experience at the Civil Rights Institute in Birmingham, Alabama. Cost: $600 (This covers transportation, lodging, entrance fees, and most meals).

4.301-30 Guatemala - January 10 to 21.  The students would first spend 2 days learning about the Augustinian Lutheran Church of Guatemala and their ministries to both inner city and rural communities.  Then, students will to a rural Mayan village on the shores of Lake Atitlan to serve at an Elder Center which provides food and medical care to 65 women and men who were greatly affected by the Civil War and the recent mudslides.  Students will also spend a week serving at a Catholic suburban orphanage in various roles, which may include work/construction projects, ESL, arts and crafts, music, and any other skills or talents the students have to share.  Students will have one free day at the end of this trip to either explore the town of Antigua and its surroundings.  Cost:  $950 plus airfare, which typically runs between $500 and $600.  This includes all lodging, transportation, breakfast, lunches, and most dinners.
