TAKING COURSES AT THE WASHINGTON CONSORTIUM

All ELCA students in the Master of Divinity degree program are required to complete 3 credits on-site at a non-ELCA seminary, known as the “Other Tradition” requirement.  All students are welcome to take courses at other seminaries and transfer credits into their LTSG degrees, subject to the policies regarding transfer of credits.
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LTSG participates in the Washington Theological Consortium, an alliance of 11 schools who agree to full cross-registration for classes posted at www.washtheocon.org/.  To register for a course:
· complete the WTC cross-registration form at  www.ltsg.edu/Departments/Registrar.aspx 
· save the form to your computer
· email it as an attachment to jritter@ltsg.edu or mstevens@ltsg.edu 
· write in the course information on the LTSG registration form near the bottom
Your WTC registration form will be sent to the appropriate registrar and you will be notified of your enrollment into the course. At the end of the term, your grade will be sent automatically to LTSG for recording on your transcript.

Please note: academic calendars vary from school to school. The student is responsible for determining the dates the class will be meeting.

Courses in the WTC may be used to fulfill degree requirements over and above the “Other Tradition” requirement. The professor who has responsibility for the curriculum requirement determines whether a particular WTC course is an equivalency for the LTSG degree requirement. (For example, contact Dr. Stjerna to determine the equivalency of a course on Early Church History; contact Dr. Largen for an equivalency in Systematic Theology.) If one course is used to fulfill a degree requirement and the Other Tradition requirement, the full number of credits for the degree is still required. That is, the Master of Divinity degree still requires 90.5 credits, even though one course fulfills two requirements for graduation. Practically speaking, this means the student has 3 credits available in free electives that would otherwise not be available.
