The Rev. Dr. Terence Fretheim is Elva B. Lovell Professor of Old Testament at Luther 
Seminary. Fretheim holds a B.A. from Luther College, an M.Div. from Luther Seminary and a 
Th.D. from Princeton Seminary. Fretheim received the Fulbright Scholarship for study in England, 
the Lutheran Brotherhood Seminary Graduate Scholarship, the Martin Luther Scholarship, the 
Fredrik A. Schiotz Fellowship Award, and the ATS Scholarship for Theological Research. Recent 
books include God and World in the Old Testament: A Relational Theology of Creation and Hope in God 
in Times of Suffering (with Faith Fretheim).

The Rev. Dr. Peter A. Pettit directs the Institute for Jewish-Christian Understanding at 
Muhlenberg College in Allentown, PA, where he is Associate Professor of Religion Studies.  His 
M.Div. is from the Lutheran Theological Seminary in Philadelphia. His Ph.D. is from Claremont 
Graduate University. Pettit has been a leader in Christian-Jewish dialogue for more than 25 years, 
with regular on-going participation in the theology conference of the Shalom Hartman Institute, 
Jerusalem, programs of the International Council of Christians and Jews, and the ELCA 
Consultative Panel on Lutheran-Jewish Relations.  
  

Mary Helene Pottker Rosenbaum is President of the Dovetail Institute for Interfaith Family 
Resources and former editor of Dovetail:  A Journal by and for Jewish/Christian Families.  She is the 
author of two biblical novels, A Seal Upon the Heart and Jezebel’s Daughter.  Mary is a practicing 
Catholic who served as lector in her church for over twenty years; she also served as executive 
director of Congregation Beth Tikvah in Carlisle, PA.  She and her husband are co-authors of 
Celebrating our Differences:  Living Two Faiths in One Marriage, and numerous popular and scholarly 
articles. They have been interviewed in forums from NPR to the Sally Jessy Raphael Show.  

Dr. Stanley Ned Rosenbaum is Professor Emeritus of Religion and Classics (Judaic Studies) at 
Dickinson College in Carlisle, PA.  As a lay leader of Congregation Beth Tikvah for almost thirty 
years he has frequently conducted Jewish religious services and led Torah study. He is currently 
Adjunct Professor at the University of Kentucky in Lexington.  He is the author of scholarly 
books on the prophet Amos and on Biblical Israel, and is currently co-authoring Strange Wives, a 
book on intermarriage in the biblical period.  

Dr. Kerry Walters is the William Bittinger Professor of Philosophy at Gettysburg College.  His 
B.A. is from University of North Carolina at Charlotte, his M.A. is from Marquette University and 
his Ph.D. is from University of Cincinnati. He co-founded the college’s Peace and Justice Studies 
program.  Walters is ordained in the Episcopal Church, and is the author of twenty books, many  
of them on spirituality, theology, and ethics. An author of many books and essays, he co-edits 
“Episcopal Peace Witness,” the national quarterly of the Episcopal Peace Fellowship. 

The Rev. Dr. Leonard Hummel is Associate Professor of Pastoral Theology and Care and 
Director of Clinical Pastoral Education at Gettysburg Seminary.  His A.B. is from Haverford 
College, his M.Div. and S.T.M. are from Yale Divinity School and his Ph.D. in pastoral psycholo-
gy is from Boston University.  Hummel’s book Clothed in Nothingness: Consolation for Suffering tells 
the story of seven individuals whose faith helped them in coping with suffering, one of several 
areas of Dr. Hummel’s interest and research. He is editor of The HealthCare Chaplaincy’s online 
critical bibliography series “Practical Bearings.”

Dr. Steve James is an Associate Professor in the Biology Department at Gettysburg College.  He 
received his B.S. from Gettysburg and his M.S. and Ph.D. from the University of Minnesota.  He 
teaches courses in molecular genetics, bioinformatics, cell biology, and the biological basis of dis-
ease.  His laboratory is studying genes that are essential for surviving an especially dangerous form 
of genetic injury, caused by double-strand breaks, i.e., broken chromosomes.  This work has led to 
the discovery of a novel pathway for recognizing and repairing chromosome breaks.  

Dr. Martha Ellen Stortz is a Professor of Historical Theology and Ethics at Pacific Lutheran 
Theological Seminary, where she has been on the faculty since 1981.  She is a teaching theologian in 
the church and author of PastorPower (1993), A World According to God (2004), and Blessed to Follow 
(2008).  She holds a B.A. from Carleton College and an M.A. and Ph.D. from University of Chicago. 
Stortz was born in Baltimore, MD, and she grew up on the Atlantic, where she learned to swim.
